Objective: Provide weekend support for camp operations 

Reports to: Camp Ranger on Duty

 Tahosa High Adventure Base, Ward, Colorado 

Responsibilities: 

• Arrive by 3:00 pm (Peaceful Valley) or 6:00 pm (Tahosa)  on Friday of assigned 

weekend, and remain on property until 3:00 pm on Sunday, unless dismissed by 

the Camp Ranger. 

• Welcome Units and visitors and direct them to their campsite and check the unit 

out when departing. 

• Remind campers and leaders of BSA and camp rules and ensure that a safe 

environment is maintained. 

• Return equipment, keys, rosters, and any necessary reports to the Ranger prior 

to departure. 

• Respond and help during all emergencies on the property while on duty. 

• Represent the Denver Area Council and the Boy Scouts of America at all times. 

Qualifications: 

• Campsite Host must be 21 or older. 

• Campsite Host must be registered with the Boy Scouts of America 

• Maintain current Youth Protection Certification 

• Have current First Aid, CPR, and AED Certifications (Training can be provided) 

Requirements: 

• Ability to enjoy camp on a weekend, while interacting regularly with guests on 

the property. Responsible for providing your own meals. 

• Commit to serving two – four weekends at camps. Indoor housing is provided for 

the host and their immediate family is welcome for the weekend.
